Where we use your personal information outside
the purposes listed in this statement, we will seek your explicit consent to do so in advance. You may ask us for
further information on these matters at any time if you have specific concerns.

How your data is used by the committee

2. Maintaining data to enable the society to undertake research into its own activities and/or to manage
complaints made to us.

Your rights

Some of these rights are not automatic, and we reserve the right to discuss with you why we might not comply
with a request from you to exercise them.
